How to set up

This keyboard is build for Windows PC’s with built in Bluetooth.
Follow the setup instructions below to connect your new keyboard.

Connect with Windows® PC 

1. Install batteries in the keyboard,  
making sure that they are positioned 
according to the embedded  
directions in the battery cavity. 

2. Turn the Power switch on the back of 
the keyboard to the “On” position. 

3. Press and hold the “Connect” button 
on the back of the keyboard for 3  
seconds until the LED indicator on 
the front of the keyboard flashes. 

4. On your Windows PC, go to  
Settings > Devices > Bluetooth & 
other devices and select  
“Add Bluetooth or other device”. 

5. Choose “Bluetooth” on the 
popup-list and Select “Bluetooth 
3.0 Keyboard” to connect your 
keyboard. 

6. Your Bluetooth Windows PC 
keyboard is now ready for use.

• Replace the batteries if they are 
power drained.

After pressing any 
key there is a wake-up time of 4 
seconds.
